1.) The Earth has changed very slowly over time (the processes that formed mountains, valleys, islands, volcanoes, etc. – take a very long time.)
2.) If it takes a long time to form features that already exist all over the Earth then it must be extremely old – at least many millions of years (See Link for 10e2).
