9f - Darwin Presents His Theory
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Publication of On the Origin of Species
· Darwin returned from his voyage in 1836, bringing back specimens and extensive 1) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ from around the world.

· Darwin began filling notebooks with his ideas about species 
    2) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ and the process that would be called evolution by natural selection.

· Darwin was reluctant to make his ideas public knowledge;
· He was stunned and disturbed by his own discoveries, sharing them only with a few select friends;
· His manuscripts were shelved until…

· In 1858, another 3) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ – Alfred Wallace – sent Darwin a short essay summarizing his thoughts on evolutionary change, based on 4) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ he made in Malaysia.
· Wallace’s ideas were the same as Darwin’s own – ideas Darwin had been developing for 25 years!

· They presented the essay together to the 5) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ Society.
· In 1859, Darwin published “On the Origin of Species”:
· In his book, he proposes a mechanism for 6) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ – natural selection.

· He then presents 7) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ arguing that the process of evolution has been taking place for many 8) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ of years – and continues today in all living things.
So, what does Darwin have to say in this controversial book???
