The 11 organ systems of the human body are working together to maintain  8) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ - A stable/balanced internal environment.
· Cell Maintenance = a stable temperature, pH, amount of H2O + ions in solution, supply of nutrients, removal of waste, energy supply, etc.

· Feedback inhibition: shutting down/limiting, or starting a system based on a response (usually nervous system controlled).

· Example – A household thermostat controlling an air conditioner and your Hypothalamus making you sweat when temperatures go up.
Types of Tissues:

· 9) _ _ _ _ _ _   _ _ _ _ _ _ – (most abundant) Controls internal movement of materials (blood, food); also controls external movements of the entire body – all parts.
· 10) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _   _ _ _ _ _ _ – Covers the surface of the body and lines internal organs.  

·  11) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _   _ _ _ _ _ _ It holds organs in place, and holds different parts of the body together; Pads, flexes, insulates, etc.
· 12) _ _ _ _ _ _ _   _ _ _ _ _ _ - Receives signals/messages from inside and outside the body, analyzes the information, and directs the response – monitoring both environments at all times.
