1) In science, we study the natural world and the universe beyond, searching for patterns, connections…understanding.  Science does not address things that can’t be tested or observed by all.

Ex. – politics, personal beliefs, conjecture, etc.

2) Qualitative observations involve characteristics that can’t be measured or counted.  

Ex. – beauty, personalities, etc.
3) A hypothesis is useful only if it can be tested/supported by evidence.

4) Terms:
· Skeptical – Inclined to doubt accepted opinions.
· Objective – Dealing with things/facts uninfluenced by feelings or opinions.
· Infer –To deduce or conclude; To imply; an assumption based on reason/logic.
· Bias – Predisposition or prejudice.
