· Organisms whose cells lack a nucleus.

· Very simple and ancient – 3.5 b.y.o.

· 2 kingdoms – separate from eukaryotes.

· Organisms whose cells each contain a nucleus.

· Membrane bound organelles.

· Includes 3 kingdoms – both 7) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ and multicellular organisms.
