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Golgi Apparatus (Golgi Bodies)
· Made of stack-like 1) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _.

· It’s a protein/lipid tune-up shop – collects, sorts, modifies, packages, distributes and exports them.

· Enzymes attach 2) _ _ _ _ _ _ and 3) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ to proteins (vesicles). 






  
Lysosomes
· Not found in 4) _ _ _ _ _ cells – only animals, fungi, and protists.
· Vesicles that bud from 5) _ _ _ _ _   _ _ _ _ _ _.
· They contain digestive enzymes and chemicals – making compounds available for use by the 6) _ _ _ _.
· Act as the cell’s cleanup crew. 
· They 7) _ _ _ _ _ _ any organic molecule – carbo’s, lipids, RNA, etc. + old organelles.
Vacuoles

· Vesicles – storing 8) _ _ _ _ _ _ _, H2O, salts, proteins, carbohydrates, waste, etc.
· Plant cells usually have a large, central 9) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ ( takes-up about 50 – 90 % of the cell interior):
· Filled with liquid – the 10) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ (osmotic pressure) makes it possible for plants to grow quickly and 11) _ _ _ _ _ _ _ heavy structures – like leaves, flowers, and fruit.
