Online Activity: Identifying the Stages of Mitosis

Objectives:

· Identify and Classify cells according to the phase of mitosis

· Calculate percentages

· Construct a graph to represent the data
This mitosis tutorial presents 36 different cells; some of which are in the process of cell division. You will be asked to identify which stage of mitosis each cell is in - and if you make a mistake, the online professor will give you a hint to correct your mistake. 2. Count the number of cells in each phase of mitosis (fill-in the table), the total number of cells, and use the formula below to calculate the percentage of cells that were in each stage and enter these numbers in the table.
